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Pupils will secure their knowledge of place value up to 7 digits. They
will read, write, order and compare numbers and determine the value
of each digit.

Pupils will count forwards and backwards in steps of powers of 10, for
any given number up to 1,000,000.

They will interpret negative numbers in context, and count forwards
and backwards, through zero.

Pupils will round numbers up to 1,000,000 to the nearest 10, 100,
1000, 10000, 100000.

Pupils will read Roman numerals to 1000 (M) and recognise years
written in Roman numerals.

Pupils will practise adding and subtracting mentally with increasingly
large numbers.

They will add and subtract whole numbers with more than 4 digits,
including formal written methods (columnar). They will use rounding
to check answers.

Pupils will solve number problems, practical problems and multi-step
problems that involve all the above.

Pupils will learn about team games, they will learn basketball skills
and how to dribble, throw and make strategic passes.

They will also focus on directional dribbling and how shooting at a
given target.
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
